Polyvinyl Chloride (PVC) pressure pipe is used by Denver Water for potable and non-potable water line
installations and repairs. Bid documents stated a single award would be made for all items. Unit prices are
firm for the entire contract period.

Requests for bids were sent to ten potential bidders, with three responding, as per the attached tabulation.
There were no SBE’s available to furnish this material. The low bid submitted by HD Supply Waterworks is,
on average, approximately 27% lower than the previous contract.

The previous contract for PVC pressure pipe was awarded to HD Supply Waterworks.
RECOMMENDATION:

It is recommended the Board authorize the award of a contract to HD Supply Waterworks to furnish PVC
pressure pipe, for the period May 1, 2009 through April 30, 2010, for a total contract amount of
$410,000.00. This award is based on best price, compliance with specifications and acceptable delivery.
Funds are included in the 2009 Budget and will be included in the 2010 Budget for this expenditure (MPC
5QA0002).
